In his book, RACISM:  A Short History, George M. Fredrickson writes, “Unfortunately racism survives even in the carefully delineated sense that governed this study of its history. The Holocaust and decolonization may have permanently discredited what I have called ‘overtly racist regimes’, but this good news should not be inflated into a belief that racism itself is dead or even dying. … What is called the ‘new racism’ in the United States, Great Britain  ,and France is a way of thinking about difference that reifies and essentializes culture rather than genetic endowment, or in other words makes culture do the work of race.”

The presentation will focus on the following questions: How is culture being substituting for race as an excuse for discrimination and exclusion? How is culture being substituting for race as an excuse for discrimination and exclusion? - What does ethical inter-culturalism look like?
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
