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How can we enhance education for Roma pupils? How can the interaction between teachers and minority parents be stimulated in order to involve the latter in the education of their children? Should (minority) parents be free to retain from sending their children to mainstream education? 

These are some of the questions the presenter hopes to answer through a 45 minutes interactive presentation, which will first give an overview of the research she conducted in the field of intercultural education for Roma children. This will focus on the existing obstacles in intercultural education and give practical examples of educational methods that can be employed in order to stimulate the interaction between teachers and parents and thereby tackle the obstacles. These methods were tested in several schools in Romania, which resulted in conclusions on the improvement of intercultural education programmes. The second part of the presentation will be of a more interactive nature, by discussing the results of the research and sharing opinions and experiences on the topic of stimulating minority parents to engage in mainstream education.
