(8)  New methods in intercultural training and education

Topic of the workshop/ training:

Incorporating training activities in the process of a English  language learning to University level students

The idea of this presentation is to reveal the opportunities of incorporating training materials in the process of a foreign/second  language learning for adult learners.
A well- designed and experienced model of training is presented with students at University level for developing intercultural competence in English language learning as a foreign language. Some methods and techniques are described and tips for their practical implementation in the class. 

The training is based on the principles of psychodrama methods and different techniques are used . The  accent is made on the problem solving approach, which is oriented towards the needs of the participants. Each session starts with short introduction of participants, information about the cultural models and possible resources of conflicts. Participants are encouraged to share their experience. Then a certain problem is chosen by all participants and they are encouraged to work. In such sessions  drama and role plays are used a lot.

The session finishes with conclusion and debriefing and feedback from the participants.

Potential benefits are:

· Developing  intercultural competence 

· Developing social skills

·  Fostering communicative competence in target language

· Arising awareness  of learning culture

· Acquiring an  openness and tolerance toward other cultures 
· Contribution  to the intellectual stimulating and  personal growth

· Developing personal motivation in  learning a target language 

The training is designed for graduate students in the field of tourism, management  who are going to work in a global community and international business sector.

Duration of the training - 90 minutes

· Type and level of target audience, minimum and maximum number of participants

Graduate students from 1- to 2-3 year   students,   intermediate or upper-intermediate level  of English 

number of participants – from 12 to 15
