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In this paper, we argue that good understanding of cooperation from intercultural perspective will aid teachers in developing culturally appropriate pedagogy- a pedagogy which takes into account the distinctive cultural heritage and assets of each learner. Our research question is: “What is the effect of culturally appropriate cooperative learning on learners in non-Western school context and Multicultural school context?”. The study consists of two phases: theoretical and experimental phase. The former is aimed to develop a model of intercultural cooperation which distinguishes between Western and Eastern ways of cooperating along five cultural dimensions (Hofstede & Hofstede, 2005). The later consists of a series of experiment in two environments: Asian school context and Western multicultural school context. At the time being, analysis data from the Asian school context shows that students who received lessons from teachers with intercultural training have higher learning outcome, higher self-esteem, higher order thinking and higher social kills. 
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
