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Abstract
The project "Multicultural Education for Early Childhood" presents an educational model that places educators at the centre of the learning process, creates awareness of social stereotypes and prejudices, and transforms the concept of multiculturalism into a day-to-day state of being.

The project is founded on two basic assumptions:

· Educators are social leaders

To encourage social change, we must begin the process not with the children themselves, but rather with the mediators between the children and the social reality to which the children are exposed. Educators are social leaders. Therefore, educating the educators is the cornerstone of any change process in the educational system and in society.
· Multiculturalism is an everyday practice

Educational systems tend to address multiculturalism as a separate field for study. In reality, it is an everyday practice that finds expression in our day-to-day communication with parents and children, in the way we set up and "design" the educational environment, in our choice of teaching content, and in the messages we convey through this content.
The project is unique in its incorporation of theatre as a tool for social change. 
The project has been evaluated by an independent study that will be included in the presentation.
