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Cross-Cultural Colours (workshop – 45 minutes)
Who called fifty pound notes ‘pink grannies’?

Orange sunsets were unusual 200 years ago. Why?

What directional location do Hindus associate brown with? 

These are just three of the many questions asked in Cross-Cultural Colours, a hands-on workshop that explores the meaning of colours in different cultures.

Cultures, like individuals, favour certain colours or colour combinations for different psychological and sociological contexts. This is because colour obviously has a psychological effect on individuals and hence a sociological effect on cultures. It even permeates language. This experimental workshop explores some of the personal and cultural aspects of colour. The underlying emphasis is on demonstrating how carefully-guided and motivating games can provide trainers with a pedagogical device for imparting knowledge

A colourful wall display sets the scene by laying out some of the global stereotyping of colour preferences and language implications. This is then compounded when we play Colture, a simple culture and colour board game. Maximum number of participants: 36
