We hope you are already aware of the SIETAR Europa Congress, which will be taking place in Sofia, Bulgaria from the 25th to the 29th April 2007. It promises to be the foremost gathering of interculturalists in Europe, a stimulating forum for intercultural education, training and research, building on the success of the previous congress held in France in 2005. 

We would like to invite proposals for workshops to take place before the actual congress begins. These half-day or one-day workshops should relate in some way to the congress themes and are designed to cover either more practical or more in-depth, theoretical topics and issues than is possible in conventional congress presentations. Presenters must be free to deliver their workshops on the 25th of April 2007. We are particularly interested in proposals that offer self-development and training to educators and trainers already active in the field. There needs to be a good mix of theory and practice as well as incorporation of innovative ideas and approaches. Please note that workshops lacking a sufficient educational purpose, i.e. too commercial or product-focused, will be rejected.

The workshops are an addition to the congress programme and as such are run as separate training events with individual fees for participants. Any profit from the workshop will be divided equally between SIETAR Europa and the workshop presenter.

Proposals should include: 

· A short biography of the trainer, including full contact details, any academic or professional affiliation and previous training experience

· An outline of the workshop not exceeding 500 words (in English), clarifying the main topics, educational rationale and potential benefits and applications of the training

· Type and level of target audience, minimum and maximum number of participants

· Any references to cited works
